The cow must be the bona fide property of the exhibitor.

An exhibitor is allowed to enter only one cow in the final. A second cow with
exceptional merit may be allowed at the discretion of the organisers.

Renamed cows are not eligible for the Special Award of Best Exhibitor Bred Cow.

Junior Cow Awards are confined to Pedigree Holstein Friesian cows in their
second lactation born on or after Ist September 2019.

Heifer in Milk Awards are confined to Pedigree Holstein Friesian Heifers in milk in
the first year of lactation having calved once.

The organisers reserve the right to alter or amend the rules as may be necessary.

All animals must comply with Department of Agriculture current movement of
animal regulations. Cows from Northern Ireland must comply with all DAERA
regulations for export purposes.

The competition will take place under the auspices of the IHFA, Holstein N.I. and
Virginia Show showing rules. Rules and regulations are available from the above
organisations.
